WHO WE ARE AND WHOSE WE ARE

The Lenten season is a fresh invitation to explore again
who God is, who we are, and what it means to be human.
We begin by hearing the tragic story of the first humans in
the book of Genesis. As Paul describes in Romans, our
struggles started when our ancestors broke the bond of uni-
ty with God, sought self-sufficiency, and grew apart from
their true purpose and identity. In Matthew’s Gospel, we
see how Jesus resists the lure of living outside of unity with
God. Jesus rejects false promises of possessions, power,
and status. Instead, he puts his life in his Father’s hands. As
our model for living as a fully human person, Jesus demon-
strates that we are created to live in relationship with and
trust in God, and in harmony with and for all of creation.

The Sacrament of Baptism for Infants
Parents may contact the parish office to arrange for the baptism
of their child at least one month in advance. Infant Baptisms are
held on the third Sunday of the month at one of our weekend
masses. Parents must be registered in Our Lady of Light or the
parish they attend and participate in a Baptismal Preparation
class.
Religious Education for Children and Youth:
Location and Times: Our Parish Faith Formation program takes
place on Sunday mornings, in person this year.

Ages and Requirements: Our program welcomes children and
youth who are three years old through High School. We accept
and prepare children and youth who have not received the Sacra-
ments.
Parental Responsibilities: Our Holy Father, Pope Francis, re-
minds us in his new General Directory for Catechesis that those
being catechized can live their life in a simple and spontaneous
way. We are called to accompany each other on a journey to-
ward Christ, with parents/guardians taking the lead for their chil-
dren. In addition to having an active participation in the faith
formation of their children, Parents or Guardians are also ex-
pected to attend Mass with their children and to attend parental
preparations for Sacraments.

Reception of Sacraments for School Aged Children: Parents
who would like for their child to receive the Sacraments must
register them in our parish Sacramental Preparation Program.
Our Program requires that children attend and prepare for two
complete and consecutive academic years prior to the reception
of each Sacrament. The Sacraments of Reconciliation and First
Holy Communion is received beginning in grade 2 and up.

Proof of Parish Participation

References and proof of parish residency for both civil and reli-
gious purposes can only be provided for registered parishioners.
